Correct recitation of the Holy Qur’ān is critical for the reciter to read the verses of the Qur’ān correctly
and pronounce each letter how it is supposed to be pronounced. This course aims to develop a professional
competence in the correct recitation (tarteel) such that they are able to recite, teach, and present the Holy
Qur’ān in the most excellent manner in their daily lives. This course will also focus on memorisation of
selected surahs and prayers of the Holy Prophetsaw.
